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Mr Ritchie graduated as a Scientist in Molecular Developmental Biology at the University of Glasgow, winning the Graham Kerr Prize.  He graduated in medicine before training in General Surgery followed by Adult and Paediatric Cardiothoracic and Transplant Surgery in Northern Ireland, Scotland and England.  He graduated by MD and PhD theses in Molecular Thoracic Oncology at The Queens University of Belfast and replaced Sir Terrence English at Papworth NHS Trust in 1995 as a Consultant Cardiothoracic and Transplant Surgeon until he was appointed as Clinical Director, from 2006 to 2010 for the Essex Cardiothoracic Centre, where he is also Lead Surgeon.





Mr Ritchie has held and holds a number of regional and national appointments and is a former tutor for The Royal College of Surgeons of England.  He was Medical Director of the West Anglia Cancer Network and lead its transition to the larger Anglia Cancer Network and the Essex Cardiac Network.  He is a member of The Society of Cardiothoracic Surgeons of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the National Instutute of Clinical Excellence, the British Thoracic Oncology Group, the National Cancer Research Institute Lung Cancer Clinical Studies Development Group, is Chair of the National Cancer Research Institute CSDG  for complementary Therapies and an executive of the Essex and Herts Comprehensive Local Research Network.
